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EXPLORING STEM
Classes are held 6 times during the program year.  Classes are held in the Lansing/E. Lansing area.  Each class begins on a Friday evening at 6:30 pm. runs till 9:30 pm., picks up on Saturday morning at 9:00 am, and ends on Saturday afternoon at approximately 3:30 pm.  Classes will meet at the Michigan Conference Center, United Church of Christ, unless otherwise noted.
Friday overnight Lodging is available for classes held in Lansing at the Michigan Conference Parish House for a separate minimum charge. 

Each participant meets regularly with an assigned advisor/mentor.  Advisor/Mentors are available to assist students in their reflections on their learnings and spiritual struggles.  Advisor/Mentors must review, offer comments, and sign off on all student reports and written assignments. 
Core Program:


The Core Program is designed for laity who are interested in exploring their faith and gaining new skills for leadership within the church.  The Core Program is a 2-year program.  Students must attend 13 classes and complete 60 additional elective hours of study.  Students work with the Dean and their Advisor to choose appropriate electives.  
Certification: A Certificate of Recognition is awarded upon completion of the STEM Core Program.

LICENSED MINISTRY Program (lmp):
The LMP is a 3-year program of study designed for Lay Leaders who feel God’s call to specialized ministry.  The LMP will help students discern their own gifts for ministry, develop and deepen their own theology, and gain practical skills for pastoral ministry.  Students must attend 18 classes, complete a number of written and preaching assignments, and attend a History and Polity class for their denomination.
A call to ministry requires discernment both by the individual, the local church, and the wider church.  Those interested in Licensed Ministry should meet with their pastor and with the appropriate authorizing body before applying to the LMP. 

Entrance Requirements for the LMP include:


*High School Diploma, or its equivalent


*Completion of the Core Program, or its equivalent


*“In Care” or “Under Care” status within your Church 


Licensing body

Certification: Graduates will receive a Certificate of Recognition upon completion of the STEM LMP.

The STEM Licensed Ministry Program is an education program.  It meets only part of the requirements necessary for licensure. 

Completion of the STEM LMP does not guarantee licensure.  Actual licensure is the sole prerogative of the authorizing bodies of the denominations.
